The second semester of the third year of the Bachelor’s Degree in Landscape Architecture targets one of the fundamental topics
of the discipline: the urban park. Since Olmsted Central Park in 1857, the urban park identifies with the inception of Landscape
Architecture as profesion, and thus it seems pertinent to focus a full design studio on it.

The urban park concept will be tackled in two different locations at two distinct yet complementary scales. Nevertheless, both of
the chosen sites share the strategic position of the urban park nearby the water. On the one hand, the studio tiggers the
conceptualisation of city- park- river/canal for the city extension (ex A). On the other hand, the exercise suggests revisiting the
relation between city and lake (ex B).
