CONTRACT FOR THE DONATION OF GOODS BETWEEN THE COMPANY [NAME OF THE COMPANY] AND THE UNIVERSITAT POLITÈCNICA DE CATALUNYA

Of the one part, Prof. Daniel Crespo Artiaga, rector of the Universitat Politècnica de Catalunya (hereinafter, UPC), with registered address at Carrer Jordi Girona, 31, 08034 Barcelona, and Tax Identification Number (NIF) Q-0818003F, acting on behalf of the institution by virtue of the provisions of Article 50.1 of Organic Law 2/2023, of 22 March, on the University System (LOSU), Article 79.1 of Law 1/2003, of 19 February, on Universities in Catalonia (LUC), and Article 67 of the Statutes of the Universitat Politècnica de Catalunya, approved by Government Agreement GOV/43/2012, of 29 May (Official Gazette of the Catalan Government, DOGC, no. 6140, of 1 June 2012).
And of the other part, Mr/Ms .........................., [director, manager, administrator, president] of the company ........................ The parties hereto mutually acknowledge each other’s legal capacity to bind the respective entities they represent to this contract and
HEREBY STATE
ONE. The UPC is an institution governed by public law, with independent legal personality and its own assets, which provides the public service of higher education through teaching, research and knowledge transfer, primarily in the fields of engineering, architecture and science. 
The UPC carries out the functions established in Article 2.2 of the LOSU, which include educating and training students; generating, developing, disseminating, transferring and exchanging knowledge and applying research in all scientific, technological, social and cultural fields; promoting innovation; contributing to social welfare, economic progress and the cohesion of society and the territorial environment; generating spaces in which to create and disseminate critical thinking; transmit and share knowledge; and training citizens through the transmission of democratic values and principles.
Based on intellectual rigour, critical thinking, interdisciplinarity, innovation and entrepreneurship, the Universitat Politècnica de Catalunya provides people with knowledge, professional competencies, capabilities, skills and values that enable them to tackle the current and future challenges of our society over the course of their lives while seeking to achieve a fairer society.

CLAUSES
ONE. Object of the contract
The object of this contract is to regulate a pure, simple and irrevocable donation of an enduring nature by the company to the UPC.
TWO. Donation 
The company, as the donor, donates to the UPC the following goods:

· Transfers ownership of the goods described to the UPC in the nature of a donation.

· States that it is the rightful owner of the goods and that it donates them to the UPC free of encumbrances and duties.  
· Undertakes to be answerable to the University and to hold it harmless in the event of claims or compensation to third parties, for the reasons detailed in the previous paragraph.
As far as delivery is concerned, choose one of the following two options:
OPTION A: The parties agree that the delivery must be made on UPC premises, in a single act and within a maximum period of XX days. Once the delivery has been made, the parties must sign a certificate of receipt. THREE. Acceptance of the donation
The UPC accepts this irrevocable donation and undertakes to use it for the purpose specified in the "Hereby state" section of this contract, which is part of the specific purposes of the University.
FOUR. Issuing of the certificate
If the requirements for donations established in Law 49/2002, of 23 December, on the tax regime of non-profit organisations and tax incentives for patronage are fulfilled, the UPC shall:
a) Issue a certificate that justifies the effectiveness of the donation, in accordance with the requirements of Article 24.3 of Law 49/2022 and Article 6 of Royal Decree 1270/2003, of 10 October, which approves the regulation of the application of the tax regime of non-profit organisations and tax incentives for patronage.
b) Deliver the informative statement provided for in Article 24.2 of Law 49/2002 and developed in Article 6.2 of Royal Decree 1270/2003.
FIVE. Term 
This contract is concluded when the company has delivered and the UPC has accepted the goods.
SIX. Persons responsible for the contract
The persons responsible for the contract are:

In accordance with the provisions of Article 8.b of Law 19/2013, of 9 December, on transparency, access to public information and good governance (Official Gazette of the Spanish Government no. 295, of 10 December 2013) and Article 14 of Law 19/2014, of 29 December, on transparency, access to public information and good governance (DOGC no. 6780, of 31 December 2014), the UPC shall, in relation to this contract, make public the information on the signatories of the contract, its object, its term, the obligations of the parties, including their financial obligations, and any amendments thereof.
EIGHT. Personal data protection
The parties undertake to process personal data in accordance with prevailing data protection regulations and especially Regulation (EU) 2016/679, of the European Parliament and of the Council, of 27 April 2016, on the protection of natural persons with regard to the processing of personal data and on the free movement of such data, which repeals Directive 95/46/EC (General Data Protection Regulation), and Organic Law 3/2018, of 5 December, on personal data protection and the safeguarding of digital rights.
NINE. Jurisdiction
Any disputes stemming from the interpretation, fulfilment or performance of the terms of this contract must be resolved by mutual agreement between the parties.
In the event of a dispute, the parties hereto expressly waive any right to another jurisdiction and venue, and expressly accept the jurisdiction and competence of the courts and tribunals of the city of Barcelona.
Electronic signature
In witness whereof, the parties sign a single counterpart of this donation contract electronically in Barcelona.
