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COLLABORATION AGREEMENT FOR BUSINESS ACTIVITIES OF GENERAL INTEREST BETWEEN THE POLYTECHNIC UNIVERSITY OF CATALONIA AND COMPANY XXX TO SUPPORT PROJECT XXX (Please provide the project title).
PARTIES

Prof. Daniel Crespo Artiaga, rector of the Universitat Politècnica de Catalunya (UPC), appointed by Decree 115/2021 (published on June 3, 2021 in DOGC no. 8424), whose address in Barcelona is C/Jordi Girona 31, with Tax Identification Number Q-0818003F, and who acts on behalf of the above institution by virtue of the provisions in article 50 of the Organic Law of University System 2/2023, of 22 March; and articles 67, 68 and 169 of the Statutes  of the Universitat  Politècnica  de Catalunya, passed by Agreement GOV/43/2012, May 29th of the Government of Catalonia (DOGC no. 6140 of 1 June 2012).

Mr. XXX takes part like prove of knowledge, as Director Dean of the School / Faculty XXX of the Universitat Politècnica de Catalunya.

The parties mutually acknowledge the necessary capacity to bind their respective entities.

MANIFEST

FIRST. The UPC (Polytechnic University of Catalonia) is a public institution, with its own legal personality and assets, which provides and guarantees the public service of higher education through teaching, research, and knowledge transfer, primarily in the fields of engineering, architecture, and science. The UPC carries out the functions defined in Article 2.2 of the LOSU (University System Organic Law), including: educating and training students; generating, developing, disseminating, transferring, and exchanging knowledge, and applying research in all scientific, technological, social, and cultural fields; promoting innovation; contributing to social well-being, economic progress, and societal and territorial cohesion; creating spaces for critical thinking; transferring and exchanging knowledge; and educating citizens by transmitting democratic values and principles.

Through intellectual rigor, critical thinking, interdisciplinarity, innovation, and entrepreneurship, the UPC educates individuals with the knowledge, professional competencies, skills, abilities, and values so that, throughout their lives, they can face the current and future challenges of our society, striving to achieve a fairer society.

SECOND.

CLAUSES
FIRST. Object of the Agreement 

The purpose of this collaboration agreement in activities of general interest is for the company [COMPANY NAME] (hereinafter referred to as the COMPANY) to participate in the financing of the PROJECT.
To achieve this objective, the parties commit to the following: 
a) Company: Make the contribution as detailed in clause three. 
b) UPC: Promote the participation of the COMPANY, as detailed in clause four.
SECOND. Nature 

The parties declare that this collaboration agreement in activities of general interest has the nature as provided for in Article 25 of Law 49/2002, of December 23, on the tax regime of non-profit entities and tax incentives for sponsorship. Under no circumstances should it be considered as pursuing the purposes of advertising sponsorship, as defined in Article 24 of Law 34/1988, of November 11, on general advertising.

The promotion of the COMPANY's participation in the activity subject to this agreement, as detailed in clause four, does not constitute a provision of services.

THIRD. Financial Contribution

FOURTH Diffusion of collaboration

For example, on the project's website or in other media, the UPC can state: "This project of general interest has been carried out thanks to the collaboration of the company (...)".

The UPC can undertake to disseminate participation and collaboration in: signs, printed materials, catalogs or any other information that is published as long as it is related to the project of general interest. It can also be mentioned in all the project's dissemination events.

On the other hand, the parties can stipulate to make the dissemination at the beginning of the agreement, during its execution or at the end.

The UPC must limit itself to disseminating the aid received from the company and cannot advertise the goods or services that the company offers to the public.

It should be noted that this collaboration agreement in activities of general interest does not allow the company to advertise its participation.
In the event that there are several companies participating in the events, it is the exclusive power of the UPC to determine the order of appearance.

This dissemination of the collaborator's participation within the framework of this agreement does not constitute a provision of services.

FIFTH Non-exclusivity

This agreement does not imply exclusivity and the UPC may enter into business collaboration agreements with other companies for activities of general interest for this PROJECT or agree on any other type of collaborations or contracts.
SIXTH Responsible for the agreement

Those responsible for ensuring the proper functioning of this agreement are:

b) Monitor the execution of this agreement.

c) In case of resolution of the agreement, propose to continue the actions in progress.

d) Define and organize the activities subject to this agreement.
SEVENTH Validity of the agreement

Electronic signature

This agreement will enter into force on the day of the last electronic signature and has a duration of [INDICATE THE INITIAL DURATION THAT CANNOT EXCEED 4 YEARS].

In any case, if for any reason an agreement is decided to be signed in a handwritten form that is suitable for the specific case, it is not recommended that the business collaboration agreement model be left open with the possibility of choosing an electronic or handwritten signature.
EIGHTH Amendments to the agreement

This agreement can be modified at the request of either party. To this end, the proposed modifications must be notified to the other party or they can negotiate them together.

The agreed modifications must be formalized in writing and will be attached to this agreement, in the form of an addendum.

NINTH. Reasons for resolution

The causes of termination of this agreement are:

a) The expiration of the term of validity of the agreement, without having agreed on the extension, or that of any of its extensions, if applicable.

b) The mutual agreement of the signatory parties, expressed in writing.

c) Express any of the parties the will to resolve it, with one month's written notice.

d) The non-compliance of any of the parties with their obligations.

e) By judicial decision declaring the nullity of the agreement.

f) The causes provided for in the agreement and those established in current legislation.

In the case of resolution for non-compliance, provided for in letter d), any of the parties may notify the non-compliant party of a requirement to fulfill, within a specified period, the obligations or commitments that are considered to have been breached. This requirement must be communicated to the person in charge of the monitoring, surveillance and control mechanism for the execution of the agreement and to the other signatory parties. If, once the term indicated in the request has passed, the non-compliance persists, the party that addressed it must notify the signatory parties of the concurrence of the cause of termination and the agreement is understood to have been resolved. The resolution of the agreement for this reason may lead to compensation for the damages caused.

In any case, if when any of the causes of termination of the agreement are given there are actions in progress, the parties, at the proposal of those responsible for monitoring, can agree on their continuation and completion, within a non-extendable deadline for the its completion, after which they must be settled.
TEN. Transparency
In accordance with the provisions of article 8 b) of Law 19/2013, of December 9, on transparency, access to public information and good governance (BOE no. 295, of 10.12.2013) and the article 14 of Law 19/2014, of 29 December, on transparency, access to public information and good governance (DOGC no. 6780, of 31.12.2014) the UPC, in relation to this agreement, must publish the information regarding to: the signatory parties, the object, the validity, the obligations assumed by the parties, including economic ones, and any modification that is made.
ELEVEN. Protection of personal data

The parties undertake to treat personal data in accordance with the provisions of current data protection regulations and, in particular, Regulation (EU) 2016/679 of the European Parliament and of the Council, of 27 of April 2016, relating to the protection of natural persons with regard to the processing of personal data and the free movement of such data and by which Directive 95/46/EC (General Data Protection Regulation) is repealed ), and Organic Law 3/2018, of December 5, on the protection of personal data and the guarantee of digital rights
DOZEN. Jurisdictional competence

Any dispute arising from the interpretation, compliance or execution of the agreements in this agreement must be resolved by mutual agreement between the parties.

In case of conflict, the parties expressly waive any other jurisdiction that may apply to them and submit to the competent courts and tribunals of the jurisdictional order of the city of Barcelona.
Electronic Signature
And, for the record of what has been agreed, the parties electronically sign this donation contract in the city of Barcelona, in a single copy.
