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AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE UNIVERSITAT POLITÈCNICA DE CATALUNYA AND THE COMPANY XXX GOVERNING THE SPONSORSHIP OF THE PROJECT XXX 
Barcelona, 
BY AND BETWEEN 
Prof. Daniel Crespo Artiaga, rector of the Universitat Politècnica de Catalunya (hereafter UPC), appointed by Decree 115/2021, of 1 June (published in DOGC no. 8424, of 3.6.2021); with its registered office at Jordi Girona, 31, 08034 Barcelona, with NIF Q-0818003F, and which exercises the competence to sign this agreement, by virtue of the Agreement of the Governing Council CG/2023/07/05, of 5 July 2023 (published in DOGC no. 8960 of 18.7.2023), which delegated to the rector the function of approving academic and research collaboration and cooperation agreements, which article 46.2.h of the Organic Law 2/2023, of March 22, of the university system attributes it to the Governing Council.

If the School’s director has to sign the agreement, add:

The parties hereto mutually acknowledge each other’s legal capacity to enter into this agreement and bind the respective entities they represent to it.
RECITALS
One. Whereas the UPC is an institution governed by public law, with independent legal personality and its own assets, which provides the public service of higher education through research, teaching and study, primarily in the fields of engineering, architecture and science. Based on intellectual rigour, critical thinking, interdisciplinarity, innovation and entrepreneurship, the Universitat Politècnica de Catalunya provides people with knowledge, professional competencies, capabilities, skills and values that enable them to tackle the current and future challenges of our society over the course of their lives while seeking to achieve a fairer society.
Two.

Three. Whereas the company (give the name)

Four. Whereas XXX has expressed its intention to sponsor the project XXX. Now, therefore, the parties, recognising each other’s capacity to enter into agreements and be bound by their terms, freely enter into this collaboration agreement and hereby
AGREE AS FOLLOWS
One. Object of the agreement
The object of this agreement is to govern a sponsorship arrangement for project XXX. The UPC therefore appoints XXX as a sponsor of said project.
Two. Execution
XXX shall sponsor the project XXX by providing a financial contribution of xxxxxxxx euros plus applicable VAT. 
This sum shall be paid upon presentation of the corresponding invoice by the UPC. 
The sponsorship is non-exclusive and the UPC may enter into other sponsorship arrangements or collaborations with other companies.  
Three. Persons in charge of following up the agreement
On behalf of (name of the company), the person in charge of ensuring compliance with the terms of this agreement is (name of the person in charge). At the UPC, this person is (name of the person in charge). These persons shall have the following functions:
a) To solve any problems that may arise regarding the interpretation or application of the agreement.
b) To follow up the implementation of the agreement.
c) In the event of the agreement’s termination, to propose its continuation or the manner and deadline for completing the activities already under way.
d) To establish and organise the activities that are the object of the agreement.
Four. Dissemination
The UPC agrees to collaborate in publicising the sponsor’s involvement in the project XXX by means of the following actions:
(...)
 Indicate the main dissemination activities planned.
In the case of events for which there are a number of sponsors, the order of appearance of sponsors shall be determined exclusively by the UPC.
The sponsor may use the name of the UPC only when reference is made to its role as a sponsor of the project XXX, and only during the term of this agreement.
Five. Personal data protection
The parties undertake to comply with all the data protection provisions in Regulation (EU) 2016/679 of the European Parliament and of the Council, of 27 April 2016, on the protection of natural persons with regard to the processing of personal data and on the free movement of such data (General Data Protection Regulation), and Organic Law 3/2018, of 5 December, on personal data protection and the safeguarding of digital rights and other regulations that further develop said law or any other prevailing complementary regulations. 
If the transfer of personal data to third parties is a possibility, a longer, more specific clause that guarantees the data are protected must be included. 
Six. Use of the UPC’s image
Whenever, as a consequence of this agreement and in application of its provisions, the company deems it necessary to make use of the UPC’s logos, it shall request the prior authorisation of the University through its Communication Service, specifying the format – whether print, electronic or any other medium – and the type of use requested.
The authorisation, which must be granted in writing, shall specify the use or uses for which it is granted, as well as the period covered, which shall in no case exceed the term of this agreement.
Seven. Transparency
In accordance with the provisions of Article 8 b) of Law 19/2013, of 9 December, on transparency, access to public information and good governance (Official Gazette of the Spanish Government no. 295, of 10 December 2013) and Article 14 of Law 19/2014, of 29 December, on transparency, access to public information and good governance (Official Gazette of the Catalan Government no. 6780, of 31 December 2014), the UPC shall, in relation to this agreement, make public the information on the signatories of the agreement, its object, its term, the obligations of the parties, including their financial obligations, and any amendments thereof.
Eight. Term of the agreement
This agreement shall enter into force on the date on which it is signed by the parties and shall have a term of (state the duration, max. 4 years) .It may be extended for periods of (state the duration, max. 4 years) if the parties expressly agree to this in writing before the term of the agreement or any extension thereof ends.
Nine. Grounds for termination 
The following may be reasons for terminating this agreement:
a) The term of the agreement ending without any extensions thereof having been agreed.
b) The parties’ mutual agreement in writing.
c) One of the parties wishing to terminate the agreement, for which a written statement must be made a month in advance.
d) Failure by one of the parties to fulfil its obligations in the thirty days following notification in writing by the other party, which can in this case unilaterally terminate the agreement. 
e) A judicial decision that declares the agreement null and void.  
f) The causes outlined in the agreement and those set out in current legislation.
In any event, if any of the reasons for termination of the agreement arise and activities are still under way, the parties, on the proposal of the persons in charge of following up the agreement, may agree to continue and complete any of the activities under way and set a deadline for its completion, after which any fees that may apply must be settled.
Ten. Amendment of the agreement
Any amendments to this agreement shall require the approval in writing of both parties, and the resulting documents shall be added to this agreement as annexes.
Eleven. Jurisdiction
Any controversy relating to the interpretation, fulfilment or execution of the terms of this agreement must be resolved by mutual agreement between the parties. 
In the event of a dispute, the parties hereto expressly waive any right to another jurisdiction and venue, and expressly accept the jurisdiction and competence of the courts and tribunals of the city of Barcelona.
